7. LUBRICATOR

1.0Operation
The lubricator comprises a pump and a reservoir.

The reservoir holds max 45 cc of oil. (Effective oil

volume is 28 cc.)

Use mineral oil 22 - 32 ¢St at40°C (Eg. Tellus oil #32).

To operate the lubricator:

1. First unscrew the reservoir cap by half a turn.*

Care should be taken to keep the machine free from
dust, especially when to leave it unused for some
time.
